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This compilation containing the Finance Accomnts of the Governmont
of the Punjab for the year 196667 presents the aécounts of the receipts and
outgoings of the Government for the year including the receipts and outgoings
of the composite Punjab Stats upto 31st October, 1966, together with the
financial results disclosed by the revenue and capital accounts, the accounts
of the public debt and the liabilitics and assets as worked out from the balances
recorded in the accounts, It supplements tho accounts separately presented
in the foim of Appropriation Accounts for Voted Grants and Charged Appro-
priations,

These accounts which 28 Comptroller and Auditor General I am required
to prepare, have been prepared and examined under my direction in accor-
dance with the requirements of Article 149 of the Constitution of India read
with paragraph 11(4) of the Government of India (Audit and Accounts) Order,
1936, =s adapted under the Indin (Provisional Constitution) Order, 1947. It
is to be noted that the Comptroller and Auditor Gencral’s responsibility for
the audit of the accounts of the Government does not at present extend in full
to the audit of the accounts of revenue, but I am satisfied, on the best infor-
niation available that the acconnts of revenue imeluded in the Finance Accounts,
herewith presented, give a correct statement of the sums brought to necount,
Stubject to these observations und also to those eontained in this compilation
as well us in the Audit Report, 1968, the accounts now presented aro correct
statements of the receipts and outgoings of tho Governiment of the Punjab
for the yoar 1966-G7.

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1. The Accounts of the Government of the Punjab are kept in three
Sparts —

Part I—Consol dated Fund.
Part II—Contingency Fund.
Part TII-—Public Account,
T Part I, there are three main divisions, namely :—

(1) Bevenue;

(2) Capitel; and

(3) Debt (comprising Public Debt, Loans and. Advances and Inter-
Btate Settlement). )

The first division deals with the proceeds of taxation and other receipts
olassed as revenue and thé expenditure therefrom, the net result of which re-
presents the revenue surplns or deficit for the year:

The second. division deals with expenditure met usually from borrowetl
funds with the chject either of increasing conerete assets of a material character-
or of reducing reourring lisbilities, such as those for future. pensions, by pay-
ment of thé capitalised value. Tt also includes receipts of a capital nature
intended to be hpplied as a set-off agaust capital expénditure.

The third division comprises loans raised by Government—loans of a
purely temporary nature clnssed as “Floating Debt” (such as Treasury Bills
and Ways and Means Advances) as well 48 other loahs classed as “Permanent
Debt' —and ‘“Loans and Advaiices made by the Government” together
with repayments of tlie formier arid recoverjes of the latter. 1t also includes
Inter-State Settlemerits.

Tn Part I 'of the Accounts are iecorded the transactions connectéd with

the Contingency Fund set up by the Government of the Punjab under Arficle
9267(2) of the Constitution of India.

Tn Part TII of the Accounis, thére are two main divisions, namely :—
(1) Debt (otlicr than thoso incinded in Part I) and Deposits, and
(2} Remittances.

The first division comprises receipts and payments, other than thoss
falling undér Debt heads pertaining to Part I, in respect of which Governiment
inonrs a liability to Tepay the moneys received or lias a claim to recover the
amounts pajd, together with repayments of the former and recoveries of the
latter.
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The second division embraces all merely sdjusting heads, under which
appear remittances of cash between treasuries and transfers between different:
accounting circles, The initial debits or eredits to the heads in this division
are adjusted eventually by corresponding receipts or payments cither within
the same circle of acoount or in another account éirclo,

2. Beotions and Heads of Accounts—Within each of the divisions mention-
ed above, the transactions are groupéd info Sections which are further sub-
divided into Major Heads of Accounts. The Sections ate distinguished by
letters of alphabet, a single letter denoting the revenne portion and a double
letter denoting the capital portion of particular eategory of transactions, c.g.,
Bection A denotes the revenue (and expenditure) grouped as “Taxzes, Duties
and other Principal Heads of Revenue” and Soction AA denotes the capital
expenditure on works connected therewith.

. The Major Heads in the Revenue and Capital divisions ‘areé numbered
serially, Roman numerals being employed on the receipt side and International
ones on the disbursement side, No numbering is adopted for the Contingency
Fund and for Debt, Deposit and Remittance heads, though these are also
arranged in Seotions,

The Mejor Heads are sub-divided into Minor Heads and the Minor Heads
into Sub-heads and Detailed Heads, Under each of these heads, the expend;-
ture is shown as distributed between Charged and Voted. The Major, Minor
and Sub-heads presoribed for the classification of expenditrire in the ganeral
accounts are not neoessarily identical with the Grants, Sub-heads and other
unite of allotments which are adopted by the Finance Department for De-
mands for Grants but in goneral, a certain degree of vorrelation is maintained
between the Demands for Grants and the Finance Accounts,

8. System of Accounts—The “transactions included in these accounts re-
present mainly the actial cash receipts and disbursements during the financial
year ending 31st March, 1967 as distinguished from amounts due to or from
Government: during the same period. The cash basis eystem is, however, not

prinoiples. The detailed accounts of this class of undertakings are, therefore,
maintained outside the reguler accounts in commercial form and aré subject.
to & test check by the Indiin Audit and Accounts Department.

The figares of actuals shown. in theso accounts are net, after taking into
seeount the recoveries, although the Demands presented to the Legislature and
the Appropriation Ascounts are for gross expenditure and exclude all credits
and recoveries which are otherwise taken as reduction of expenditureo.

4. Under the Punjab Re-organisation Act, 1966, the State of Punjab
wae reorganised {ocarve out the new Btate of Haryana and the Union
territory of Chandigerh and transfer of its hilly aveas to Himachal Pradesh

filed for the financial year 1966-67, they include the transactions of the com.
posite Punjab State for the period from 1st April, 1966 to 31st Ostober, 1966
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besides those of reorzanised Punjab for the rest of the year. The progressive
capital expenditure outside the Revenue Account and the balances under
the Debt, Deposit and Remittance hoads as at the end of October, 1966 are
given in Statement No. 13 and Appendix I of these Accounts respectively; the
share of these balances allocable to the successor States has to be worked
out in each case with reference to the provisions of the Act referred to above.
Wherever, the transfer has been so made, the amounts allocated have been
shown in these accounts. In other cases, the transfers will bé iade as soon
as the relevant data become available.

4. Productive and Unproductive Works—Works in the Irrigation Depart-
ment are classified as “Productive” or “Unproductive” according as the net
revenue (gross revenue less working expenses) derived from each work on the
expiry of 10 years from the date of the closure of the construction estimatés
covers or doeés not cover the prescribed annual interest charges on the capital
invested. The ratc of interest prescribed was 4 per cent in the case of Upper
Bari Doab Canal and Sirhind Canal and 8 per cent in the case of Sutlej Valley
Project (Eastern Canal).

The productivity test involves certain pro forma adjustments, such as the
capitalised abatement of Land Revenue, Audit and Accounts éhavges, eto.,
which do not appear in the regular Government accounts. If a work classed as
“Productive” fails to yield the presoribed return for three successive <years,
it is transferred to “Unproductive” class, unless Government is satisfied that
ita failure is purely due to transitory causes. Similarly, if a work classed as
“Unproductive”, succeeds in yielding for three successive years the prescribed
return, it is transferred to ““Productive” class,

During the year 1966-67, the projects at serial Nos. 2 and 4 satisfied the
test of productivity. The schemes at serial Nos, 5 ~nd 6 are still in the pre-
liminury stage of working and have not started yielding the full reburn expected
of them. The reasons for shortfall in revenue receipts in the case of Serial
No. 1 are under investigation. The reasons for non-appearance of any révenue
réceiptajworking expenses against “Madhopur Beas Link” are also uader
investigation.

The Government Central Workshop at serial No. 3 on its acquisition by the
Punjab Government in October, 1048, was allotted to the Irrigation Department
for manufacturing Tools and Plant, ete., for the Department. It was transferred
to Rauways with effect from 1st June, 19566, but the liabilitie: on aocount of
copital expenditure on the project and the clearance of balances under “Sus-
pense” and “Remittences” are still awniting adjustments.
