to prepare, have been prepared and examined under my direction in accor
dance with the requ^m^ of Article 149 of the Constitution of India read
wimparagraph 11(4) of the Govemmentof India (Audit and Accounts) Order.
1936, as adapted under the India (Provisional Constitution) Order, 1947. It
IS to be noted that the Comptroller and Auditor General's responsibility for
the audit of the accounts of the Government does not at present extend in full
to toe audit of the accounts of revenue, but I am satisfied, on the best infor
mation available, that the accounts of revenue included in the Finance Accounts
herewith prated give a correct statement of the sums brought to account
Subject to_ th^e observations and also to those contained in this compilation
as well as in the Audit Report, 1970, the accounts now presented are correct
statements of the receipts and outgoings of the Government of the Punjab
for the year 1968-69. ■'

INTRODUCTORY

1. The accounts of the Governniciit of the Punjab arc kept in Thrpe
parts :—

Part f—Consolidated Fund.

Part II—Contingency Fund. /

Part III—Public Account.

In Part I, there are three main divisions, namely

(1) Revenue ;

(2) Capital ; and

(3) Debt (comprising Public Debt, Loans and Advances and Inter-
State Settlement).

ii .
The if irst division deals with the proceeds of taxation and other receipts

classed as revenue and the expenditure therefrom, the net result of which re
presents the re>enue surplus or deficit for the year.

The second division deals with expenditure met usually from borrowed
funds with the object either of increasing concrete assets of a material
character or of reducing recurring liabilities, such as those for future pensions,
by payment of the capitalised value. It also inclu^s receipts of a capital
nature intended to be applied as a set-off against capital expenditure.

The third division comprises loans raised by Government—loans of a
purely temporary nature classed as 'Tloating Debt'* (such as Treasury Bills
and Ways and Means Advances) as well as other loans classed as "Permanent
Debt"—and "Loans and Advances made by the Government" together
with repayments of the former and recoveries of the latter. It also includes
Inter-State Settlements.

In Part II of the Accounts are recorded the transactions connected with
the Contingency Fund set up by the Government of the Punjab under Article
267(2) dfthe Constitution of India.

In Fart III of the Accounts, there are two main divisions, namely :—
I

(1) Debt (other than those included in Part I) and Deposits, and

(^ Remittances.

The first division comprises receipts and payments, other than those
falling under Debt heads pertaining to ]^t I, in respect of which Govern
ment incurs a liability to Apay the moneys received or has a claim to rerover
the amounts paid, together with repayments of the former and recoveries of
the latter.



irhe second diviaon embraces all merely adjusting heads, under whidi
appear remittances ofcash between treasuries and transfers between different
accounting drdes. The initiai debits or credits to the heads in this ̂ vision
are adjust eventually by corresponding receipts or payments el^ witMn
the same citdeofaccountorin another account dtde.

2. Sections and het^ of Accounts^Within each ofthediviaons mention
ed above, the transactions are grouped into sections which are further sub
divided into major heads of a^unts. The sections are distinguished by
letters of ̂ phab^ (a single lett^ denotii^ the revenue portion and a douUe
letter denoting dieca^tal portion of particular category of transactions, e.g.,
Section A denotes the revenue (and expenditure) grou^as 'Taxes, ̂ties
and other Mndpal Heads of Revenue" and Section AA denotes the capital
expenditure on works connected therewith.

The major heads in the Revenue and Capital divisions are numbered
serially, Ronm numerals b^ employed on the receipt side and Intematios^
ones on the disbursement side. No numbering is adopted for the Contigen^
Fund and for Debt, Deposit and Remittance heads, though these are alw
arranged in Sections.

The major heads are sub-divided into minor heads and the minor heads
into sub>heEids and detailed heads. Under each of these heads, the expendi
ture is shown as distributed between charged and voted. Them^or, minor
and sub-headis prescribed for the classification of expenditure in the general
accounts are not necessarily identicid with the grants, sub-heads and other
units of allotments which are adopted by the Finance Department for De
mands for Grants but in general, a certain degree of correlation is maintained
between the Demands for Grants and the Finance Accounts;

3. System of Accotmts—Tht transactions included in these accounts re
present mainly the actual carii receipts and disborsements during thefinan-
dM year ending 31st March 1969 as distingdsbed from amounts due to or
from Government during the same period. The carii basis system is, how
ever, not entirely suital^ for recording the transactions and for presenting
the true state of affairs of Government commerical undertakings run on
commerdal principles. The detailed accounts of this dass of under
takings are, therefore, maintained outside the regular accounts in commerdal
fotmand aresuhjject toatest check by the Indian Auditand Accounts
Dqnrtment.

The figures of actuals shown in these accounts are net, after taking into
account the recoveries, although the Demands pre^ted to foe Legidature and
the Appropriation Accounts are for gross expen^tuie andexdn£ all credits
and recoveries which are otherwise taken as reduction ofe^oi^ture.

of the Punjab has to maintain with the Bank daily a minimnm balance of
Rs> 30 lakhs. The Bank informs Go^mment ̂  telegram of the daily hgtanri*
with the Bank at the close of each working ̂ y. If ffiis balance falls on Weekly
settling days below the agre^ minimum the deficiency is made good by either
seUing Government of India treasury bills held 1^ State Government or
taking ways and means advance/oVerdraft from the Reserve Bank.

Besides 0 -90 crore outstanding, from the previous year ways and
advances of Rs. 26 -19 crores were obtained on thirteen occasions.
