ernment' of- Punjab for the year 1974-75 presents the accounts of the
receipts and outgoings of the Government for the year, together
with the financial results disclosed by the revenue and capital ac
counts, the accounts of the public debt and the liabilities and assets
as worked out from the balances recorded in the accounts. The
Appropriation Accounts of the Government for the year for Grants
and Charged Appropriations, presented separately, supplement this
compilation.

These accounts have been prepared and examined under my
direction in accordance with the requirements of Articles 149 and
151 of the Constitution of India and the Comptroller and Auditor
GeneraTs (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act 1971.
Subject to the observations in this compilation and to those in my
Report on the accounts of the Government of Punjab for the year
1974-75, the accounts now presented are, according to my informa
tion, correct statements of the receipts and outgoings of the Govern
ment of Punjab for the year 1974-75.

INTRODUCTORY

s  •

A team of officers was constituted by Government of India in
Marchv 1969 to consider certain matters relatifig to acccrunts and
budget arising out of the recommendations of the Administrative
Reforms Commission-. In its report on< "Classification of Government
Transactions in Accounts and Plan" submitted in November 1972,
the team recommended extensive structural changes in the accounts.
The team suggested that the expenditure heads be grouped in three
sectors,- namely,. General Services, Social and Community Services
and Economic Services andj- in addition^ suggested another group
entitled "Grants-in-aid and- Contributions". Within each such sec

tor a major head is to represent a function while a sub-division
thereof, namely,- minor head, is to represent a programme. On the
basis of the team's recommendations changes in the structure of ac
counts' and classification of Government transacUons have been in

troduced from AprU 1974.

2. The accounts of Government are kept in three parts:—

Part I—Consolidated Fund

Part II—Contingency Fund

Part III—Public Account

In Part I, there are two main divisions,-viz.,:
%

(1) Revenue—consisting of sections for 'Receipt Heads
(Revenue Account)', and 'Expenditure Heads (Revenue
Account)';

(2) Capital, Public Debt, Loans, etc;—consisting of sections
for 'Receipt Heads (Capital Account)', 'Expenditure Heads
(Capital Account)!, and 'Public Debt, Loans and Advances
etc.*

First diuisioTi^The first' division d^als' with the proceeds of
taxation and oth'er- receipts classed as revenue and' the expenditure
metl therefrom, the .net result of which represents the revenue
surplus or deficit for' the year.

Sec'or0.^ division—fn this division, the section 'Receipt Heads



(Capital Account)' de^ with receipts of capital nature which can
not be applied as a set-oil to capital expenditure.

The section 'Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)' deals with
expenditure met usually from borrowed funds with the object
either of increasing concrete assets of a ndaterial and permanent ^
character or of reducing recurring liabilities.' It also includes
receipts of a capital nature intended to be applied as set-off against
expenditure.

The section 'Public Debt, Loans and Advances, etc.', comprises
loans raised and their repayments by Government such as 'Inter
nal Debt' and 'Loans and Advances' made (and their recoveries)
by Government The section also includes certain special types of
heads for transactions relating to 'Transfers from the Consolidated

■ Fund to the Contingency Fund' and 'Inter-State Settlement'. '

In Part II of the accounts are recorded the transactions con
nected with the Contingency Fund set up by Government under
Article 267(2) of the Constitution of India.

In Part III of the accounts, the transactions relating to 'Debt'
(other than those included in Part I), 'Deposits', 'Advances',
Remittances' and 'Suspense' are recorded. The transactions nnder
Debt', 'Deposits' and 'Advances' in this part are those in respect
of which Government incurs a liability to .repay the moneys
received or has a claim to recover the amounts paid, together with
the repayments of the former ('Debt' and 'Deposits') and the
^recoveries of the latter ('Advances'). The transactions relating to
'Remittances' and 'Suspense' in this part embrace all heads, which
are merely adjusting heads under which appear such transactions
as remittances of cash between treasuries and currency chests, ac
counts between different- accounting circles, etc. The initial debits
or credits to these heads will be cleared eventually by correspond
ing receipts or payments either within the same circle of account
or in another account circle.

3. Sectors and Heads of Accounts—Within each of the, sec
tions in Part I mentioned above the transactions are grouped into
sectors, such as 'Tax Revenue', 'Non-Tax Revenue' etc. for the
receipt heads (revenue account), and 'General Services'. 'Social .
and Commumty Services', 'Economic ̂  Services', etc., for expendi
ture heads. Specific functions or services (such as education
medical aid, family planning, housing, etc., in respect of Social and
Commumty Services) are grouped in-the sectors for expenditure
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heads. In Part III also the transactions are grouped into sectors,
such as 'Small Savings, Provident Funds, etc., and 'Reserve Funds',
etc. The sectors are subdivided into majoz; .heads of account. In
some cases the sectors are, in addition, subdivided into sub-sectors

before their division into major heads of account.

The major heads are divided into minor heads, each of which
has a number of subordinate heads, generally known as sub-heads.
The sub-heads are further divided into detailed heads. Under each

of these heads, the expenditure is shown distributed between
charged and voted. Sometimes major heads are. also divided into
sub-major heads before their further division into minor heads.

j

The sectors, major heads, minor heads, sub-heads and detailed
heads together constitute a five-tier arrangement of the classifica
tion structure of Government Accounts. The majoi*, minor and
sub-heads prescribed for the classification of expenditure' in tiie
general accounts are not necessarily identical with Ihe Grants, sub
heads and other units of allotments which are adopted by Ihe
Finance Department for Demands for Grants; but in general a
certain degree of correlation is maintained between the Demands
for Grants and the Finance Accounts.

The major heads of accounts, falling within the sectors for ex
penditure heads, generally correspond to functions of Government,
v;hile the minor heads, subordinate to them, identify the pro-
grnmmes undertaken to achieve the objectives of the function
represented by the major head. The schemes or activities includ
ed in the programme generally correspond to sub-heads b^w a
minor head representing a programme. Detailed heads give the
object classification.

4. Codification.—^The sectors are distinguished by capital let
ters of the alphabet in separate series for (i) receipt major heads
(revenue account), (ii) expenditure major heads (revenue ac
count) and (iii) capital section, public debt, loans and advances
and public account. The sub-sectors are distinguished by small
letters of the alphabet.

Each major head is allotted a code number which consists of
a three digit Arabic number code. The first digit indicates whether
a particular major head pertains to the ^Revenue Receipt' section/
'Revenue Expenditure' section/'Capital Receipt' section/'Capital
Expenditure' section/'Publlc Debt and Loans and Advances, etc.',
section or to the 'Public Account'. The next two digits indicate the
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major heads. The (Sgits , indicating the major heads remain the'
same for the major head denoting the same fionctlon occurring in

^the several sections included in the Consolidated ,Fund.

and Accounts offices and even reorganisation of States and integra
tion of the former princely States. Attempt has been made to dis
tribute such figures on the basis of details/information obtained
from the records available with the Indian Audit and Accounts De

partment or from Government departments.

Under an agreement with the Reserve Bank of India, the Government has
to maintain with the Bank a minimum balance of Rs.30.()0 lakhs on all days. V the
balance falls below the agreed minimum, the Government can take ordinary ways
and means advances upto a maximum of Rs. 3,60.00 lakhs and special ways and
means advances upto a maximum of Rs. 1,80.00 lakhs. The Reserve Bank allowed

Government on temporary basis to draw additional special ways and means
advances uptoRs. 10,90.00 lakhs/nd thus, for certain'periods, the overall maximum
limit was Rs. 16,30.00 lakhs during the year. (This facility for the drawal of addi
tional special ways and means advances of Rs. 10,90.00 lakhs which was reduced to
Rs. 10,80.00 lakhs in June 1974, was ultimately withdrawn l^by the Reserve Bank of
India in September 1974.). Both the advances carry interest at one per cent ̂ low
the bank rate in force.

It must be understo(^ that these balances cannot be regarded as a complete record
of tlie financial position of the Government as these do not take into account all
the physic^ assets of the State, su(^ as Wls, buildings, communications, etc.,
nor any accrued dues or outstanding liabilities which are not brought to account
under the ca^ basis of accounting followed by Government.

3. A summary of receipts, disbursements and balances, under heads of
account rating to Debt, Contingency Fund and Public Account is given in
Statement no-. 16,

In a number of cases (marked with * mark in Statement no. IQ there ate
unrecon^d differences in the closing balances as reported in that statement and
those shown in the separate registers or other records maintained in the Accounts
Office/Departmental OfiUces for the purpose. Steps are being ̂ taken to settle the
discrepancies as soon as possible. In many cases, the full details and documents
required for the purpose are awaited from the Departmental/Treasury OfScers as
detailed in Appendix II.

The balances are communicated to the appropriate officers every year for
acceptance. ^ a large number of cases such acceptances have not been received.
Cases wh^ verification and acceptance of balances of large amounts have been
delayed are detailed in Appendix III.
