INTRODUCTORY

The accounts of Government are kept in three parts ■
Part I—Consolidated Fund

Part II—Contingency Fund

Part in—Puldic Account

In Part I, there are two'main divisions, viz.,:

(1) Revenue-consistiug of sections for 'Receipt Heads
(Revenue Account)' and 'Expenditure Heads
(Revenue account)';

(2) Capital, Public Debt, Loans, etc., consisting of sections
for 'Receipt Heads (Capital Account)', 'Expenditure
Heads (Capital Account)' and 'Public Debt, Loans and
Advance^ etc.'

First division^The first division deals with the proceeds
of taxation and olher receipts classed as revraiue and the expen
diture met therefrom, th^ net result of which r^resents the
revenue surplus or deficit for the year.

Second division^In this division, the section 'Receipt Heads
(Capital Account)' deals with receipts of capital nature which
cannot be apjdied as a set-off to capital esqienditure.

The section 'Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)'
with expenditure met usually from borrowed funds with the
object either of increasing concrete assets of a material and per*
manent <haracter or of reducing recurring liabilities, it nlan
includes receipts of a capital nature intended to be apjdied as
set-off against e^enditure.

The section 'Public Debt, Loans and Advances, etc.,' com
prises loans raised and their repayments by Government such
as 'Internal Debt' and lioans and Advances' made (and their
recoveries) by C^vemment. The section also includes certain
special types of heads for transactions relating to 'Transfers
from the Consolidated Fund to the Contingency Fund' and Inter.
State Settlement'.

In Part Hj of the accounts are recorded the transactions con
nected with the Contingency Fund set up,by Government under
Article 267(2) of the (Constitution of India.



In Fart 111 of the accounts, the transactions relating to 'Diebt'
(other ihsji. those included in Fart !)» 'Deposits', 'Advances',
'Remittances' and 'Suspense' are recorded. The transactions
under 'Debt', 'Deposits' and''Advances' in this part are thosie in
reject of which Government incurs a liability to repay tl^
moneys recdved or has a claim to recover the amounts paid,
together with the repayments of the former ('Debt' and 'Depo
sits') and the recoveries of the latter ('Advances'). The transac
tions relating to 'Remittances' and 'Su^ense' in this part em
brace all heads which are merely adjusting heads imder which
appear such transactions as remittances of cash between trea
suries fTid currency chests, accounts between different account
ing cir(to, etc. The initial debits :or credits to these heads wiU
be cleared eventually by corresponding receipts or payments
either within the same circle of account or in another account
circle.

'  2. Seotoisj and Heads of Accoimts—Within each of the sec
tions In Part I mentioned above, the transactions are grouped into
sectors, such as 'Taafi Revenue', 'Non-Tax: Revenue', etc., for the
receipt heads (revenue account), and 'General Services', 'Social

■and'Community Services', 'Economic Services', etc., for expendi-
' turfe heads. Specific functions or services (such as education,

medical aid, family planning, housing, etc., in reject of Social
and Community Services) are grouped in the sectors for expen-

.diture heads. In Part III also the transactions are grouped into
sectors, such as 'Small Savings, Provident Funds, etc.,' and
'Reserve Funds', etc. Tlie sectors are sub-divided into major
heads of account.' In some cases the sectors are, in addition, sub- '
divided into sub-sectors before their division into major heads of
aciiount. .

heads; The sub-heads are further divided into detailed heads.
Under each of these heads, the expenditure is diown distributed
between charged and voted.

Each major head is allotted a code number which" consists

of a three digit Arabic number code. The first digit indicates
whelher a particular major htead pertains to the ^Revenue
Receipt section /*Revenue Expenditure* section/'Capital Receipt'
section/ Capital Expenditure' section/Tublic debt and Loans and

.  etc.,' section or to the 'Public Account'. The next twodi^ts indicate the major heads. The digifcr indicating the major
heads remain the same for the major heads denoting the same
function occiiring in the several sections included in the Con
solidated Fund.

Under this scheme of codification, the receipt major heads—
(revenue account) are assigned r block of consecuHve serial
numbers from 020 to IM, expenditure major heads, (revenue
account) from 211 to 399, expenditure major heads (capital
account) fi-om 411 to 599, major heads under 'Public Debt^ from
601 to 610 and those under "Loans and Advances'. Tnter-State
Settlement' and Transfer to Contingency Fund' from 611 to
799. The code number 400 has been assigned for Capital receipt
major head. The only major head 'Contingency Fund' in "Part
^Conti^ncy Fund" has been assigned the code number 800.
The major heads in the Public Account are assigned the code
numbers from 801 to 899.

4, The transactions included in these accounts represent main
ly the actual cash receipt's and disbimsements during the finan
cial year April to March' as distingui^ed from amounts due to
or from Government during the same period. The cadi basis

^  system is, however, not' entirely suitable for recording the tran
sactions and presenting the true state of affairs of Government
commercial Undertakings run on commercial principles.

No law has been passed by the State Legislature under Article 293
of the Constitution laying down the limit within which Government
may borrow on the security of the Consolidated Fund of the State.

Consequent on the reorganisation of the State, public debt balances
have been allocated provisionally between the Successor States under the
instructions from the Government of India. The correct liability of
Punjab will be known when the ratio of capital expenditure is determined
under Section 54 of the Punjab Reorganisation Act, 1966.
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EXPLANATORY NOTES

1. Public Debt—The toia\ Public Debt of the State Government
increased by Rs. 79 -73 crores during the year 1976-77 and stood at
Rs. 4,89 -46 crores on 31st March 1977.

2. Internal Debt—This represents borrowings of the State Govern
ment from sources other than loans from the Central Government.
This includes loans raised from (i) open market, (11) loans from
autonomous bodies like the Life Insurance Corporation of India,
the National Agricultural Credit Fund of the Reserve Bank,
(iil) loans from the State Bank of India and other Banks and (iv) Ways
and Means Advances from the Reserve Bank of India.

(i) Market Loans—Tliese are long term loans raised in the open
market having a currency of more than twelve months. During the year
a loan (6 per cent Punjab Loan 1986) of Rs. 5 -27 crores was raised on
15th September 1976 at a discount of 1 per cent. This is redeemable at
par on 24th August 1986. Of Rs. 5-27 crores, Rs. 5-22 crores (net)
were realised in cash and Rs. 0 *05 crore were allowed as discount.

In accordance with Section 54(1) of the Punjab Re-organisation
Act, 1966 the public debt of the composite State of Punjab, attributable
to loans raised by the issue of Government securities (i.e. market loans)
and outstanding with the public on 31st October 1966 has been treated
as the debt of the State of Punjab and the other successor States shall be
liable to pay to the State of Punjab their shares of the sum due from time
to time for servicing and repayment of the debt. Pending determination
of finai amount of loan liability of successor States, the recovery from
tliem is being made provisionally.

Full particulars of outstanding loans under this head arc given in
Annexure to Statement no. 17.

Arrangements for amortisation—Government has constituted a sink

ing fund for loans raised by it in the open market. This fund cosists
of two components i.e. Sinking Fund (Depreciation) and Sinking Fund
(Amortisation).

(a) Sinking Fund {Depreciation)—A sum not exceeding 1| per
cent of the total amount of loans is set apart from the revenues each year
to form a depreciation fund for purchasing securities of the loans for
cancellation. During the year 1976-77 no securities were cancelled.

(b) Sinking Fund {Amortisation)—In addition to the annual contri
bution to the respective depreciation funds, annual contributions are made
to sinking funds from revenues for amortisation of loans at such rates as

hypothecating the stocks of foodgrains. Of these Rs. 20 crores were
repaid during the year leaving a balance of Rs. 1,23 crores. Govern
ment paid Rs. 14,63.15 lakhs as interest on these loans (at the rate
ot 12 per cent)

(iv) Ways and Means Advances from Reserve Bank of India —Under
an agreement with the Reserve Bank of India, the State Government
has to maintain with the Bank daily a minimum balance of Rs. 30 lakhs
upto 30th April 1976 and with effect from 1st May 1976 Rs. 60 l^hs.
If this balance falls below the agreed minimum on any day the deficiency
is mane good by taking ways and means advances/overdraft from the
Reserve Bank.
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At the endofthepreviousyear9;14crores were outstanding as ways
and means advances. During 1976-77 Government obtained Rs,
1,19.08 crores as ways and means advances on eighty-nine occasions.
An amount of Rs, 1,16.22 crores was repaid during the year leaving a
balance of Rs. 12 crores. Rupees 93.55 lakhs were paid as interest
on these advances.

Shortfalls/overdraft aggregating to Rs. 1,51.09 crores were availed of
on ninety-three occasions during the years 1976-77. An amount
of Rs. 1,42.00 crores was repaid during the year 1976-77 leaving a balance
of Rs. 9.09 crores. The Government of paid Rs. 20.95 lakhs as
interest on the shortfalls/overdrafts during the year.

3. Loans from Government of India —The loans from Central Govern-
mcntas on 31st March 1977 constituted 52.05 per cent of the total
public debt of the State Government on that date.

Details of loans obtained for different purposes from the Govern
ment of India are given in Statement no. 17.

Rupees 49.74 crores were received from the Government of India
as loans during the year. This includes Rs. 26 crores as ways
and means advances granted by the Central Government to the State
Government. Repayment of loans received from Government of India
was made according to the terms and conditions of the loans.

During the year Rs, 2.64 crores -were received by the State
Government as ways and means advances for centrally sponsored
schemes and these were adjusted as grants.

4. Loansfor rehabilitation and resettlement^ln accordance with the
terms and conditions agreed to between the Government of India and the
State Government, rehabilitation loans outstanding on 31st March
J 956 were to be repaid to the extent amounts actually realized from
the displaced persons. A package deal for losses on loans advanced
to the State Government for rehabilitation of displaced persons was
entered into between the State Government and the Government of
India according to which 35 per cent of the outstanding amount of
loans on Ist January 1964 was to be paid by the State Government
before the31st March 1965 and the remaining 65 percent was to be
written off by the Government of India. The outstanding amount of
loans was tentatively reckoned at Rs. 1.67 crores on 1st January 1964.
Out of Rs.58 lakhs payable by State Government as its share Rs. 20 lakhs
were paid in cash and the balance was set off aggainst earlier
overpayment of loans. Of the remaining Rs. 1.09 crores, Rs. 77
lakhs were written off by the Government of India in 1966-67. Decision
about further amount, if any, to be written off has not been taken
so far (January 1978).
