recorded in the accounts. The Appropriation Accounts of the Government for the year
for Grants and Charged Appropriations, presented separately, supplement this compila
tion.

These accounts have been pr^ared and examined under my direction in accordance
with the requirement of Articles 149 and 151 of the Constitution of India and the Comp
troller and Auditor General's (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971.
Subject to the observations in this compilation and to those in my Report on the accounts
of the Government of Punjab for the year 1980-81, the accounts now pr^ented are,
according to my information, correct statements of the receipts and outgoings of the
Government of Punjab for the year 1980-81.

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INTRODUCTORY

The accounts of Government are kept in three parts

Part 1—Consolidated Fund

Part II—Contingency Fund

Part III—Public Account

In Part 1, there are two main divisions, viz. :—

(1) Revenue—Consisting of sections for 'Receipt Heads (Revenue Account)'
and 'Expenditure Heads (Revenue Account)' ;

(2) Capital, Public Debt, Loans, etc., consisting of sections for *RKeipt
Heads (Capital Account)', 'Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)',
and 'Public Debt, Loans and Advances, etc.*

First division—The first division deals with the proceeds of taxation and
other receipts classed as revenue and the expenditure met therefrom, the net
result of which r^resents the revenue surplus or deficit for the year.

Second division.—^In this division, the section 'Receipt Heads .(Capital Account)'

deals with receipts of capital nature which cannot be applied as set-off to capital
expenditure.

The section 'Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)* deals with expenditure met
usually from borrowed funds with the object either of increasing concrete assets of
a material and permanent character or of reducing recurring liabilities. It also
includes receipts of capital nature intended to be applied as set-off against
expenditure*

The section 'Public Debt, Loans and Advances, etc.,' comprises loans raised
and their repayments. by Government such as 'Internal Debt' and loans and
Advances' made (and ■ their recoveries) 1^ GovenimeDt. The section tdso inchides
certain special types of heads for transactions relating to Transfers from die
Gonsolidated Fund to the Contingency Fund* and 'Ihter-State Settlement'.

In Part II of the accounts are recorded the tiansactions connected with the
Contingency Fund set up by Gavemment under Article 267 (2) of the Constitution
of India.

In Vast HI of the accounts, the tiansactions rdating to 'Debt' (other
than those included- in Part I), 'Deposits', .'Advances', 'Remittances' end 'Suspense'
are recorded. The tiansactions under 'Debt', 'Deposits' and 'Advances' In this
part are those in respect-of which Qovemment incurs a liability to repayr the
moneys received or has a claim to recover the amounts paid.together With the
repayments of the former ('Debt' and 'Deposits') and the recoveries of the-latter
('Advances'). The transactions relating to 'Remittances' and 'Suspense' in this part
embiace all heads which are merely adjustmg heads under which appear such tnns*
actions as remittances of cash between treasuries and currency chests, accounts
between ' different accounting circles, etc. The initial deilnts or credits to these
heads will be cleared eventually by corresponding receipts or payments either within
the same circle of account or in another account dicie.

Sechts find Heads of Accounts—\i^tfain eadi of the Sections in Fstt 1
mentioned above the transactions aie grouped into sectors, such as *Tax Revenue',
•Non-Tax Revenue*, etc., for the' receipt heads (revenue account), and 'General
Services', 'Social and Community Services', 'Economic Services', etc., for expenditure
heads. Specific functions or services (such as education, medical, family welfare,
housing, etc., in respect of Social and Community Services) are grouped in the
sectors for expenditure heads. In Fart III also the transactions are grouped
into sectors, siiCh as 'Small Savings, Provident Fundsj etc.* and 'Res^e Funds',
etc. The sectors are sub-divided into major heads of i account In some Cases the
sectors are, in addition, sub-divided into sub-sectors before their division into
major heads of account. " |

The major heads are divided' into minor- hed^, ̂ h.of which has a number
of. subordinate heads, generally known as sub-heads, i The sub-heads are further
divided into detailed-heads: Under each of these heads, the. expenditure is shown
distributed between charged and voted: Sometixnes major heads are also divided
into sub-nuuor heads before their furtiier division' into minor heads. The sectors,
major heads, minor h^s, sub-h^s and * detafied heads together constitute a
five-tier jarrangement of the classification structure ofi Government Accounts. The,,
major, minor and sub-heads prescribe for the clasafication of expenditure in
the general accounts are not necessarily identical with the Grants, sub-heads and
other units of 'allotments ^which-are adopted .by the Finance- Department for
Demands -for- Grants •; but -in- general a certain degree^'of-correlation is maintained
between the Demands for Grants and the Finance Accounts.

4. The transactions included in these accounts represent mainly the actual
cash receipts and disbursements during the financial year April to March as
distinguished from amounts due to or from Government during the period.
The cash basis system is, however, not entirely suitable for recording the
fransactioDs and presenting the true state of affairs of Government commercial
undertakings run on commercial principles. The detailed accounts of this class
of undertaking ar^ therefore maintained outside the regular accounts in proper
commercial form and are subjected to test check by the Indian Audit and
Accounts Departmmt.

5. The figures of actuals diown in ffiese accounts are net after faidng
into account the recoveries, although the Demands presented to the Legislature and
the Appropriation Accounts are for gross expenditure and exclude all credits and
recoveries which are otherwise taken as reduction of expenditure.

(iii) Loans fyom State Bank of Besides Rs. 1,06 crores outstanding
from the previous year, loans of Rs. 2,03 crores were taken from the State Bank
of India, Chandigarh as short term loans for purchase of foodgrains for the Pro
vincial Reserve of the State by hypothecating the stock of foodgrains. Of these,
Rs. 1,73.65 crores were repaid during the year leaving a balance of Rs. 1,35.35
crores. Government paid Rs. 26 crores as interest on these loans (at the rate of 11
per cent).

(iv) Ways and Means Advances from the Reserve Bank, of Indta—Under an
agreement with the Reserve Bank of India, the State Government to maintain
with the Bank a minimm balance of Rs. 60 lakhs on all days. If this balance
falls below the agreed minimum on any day, the deficiency is made good by taldng
ways and means ̂ vances/overdmft from the Reserve Bank.

No amount was outstanding as >vays and means advances at the end of
previous year. During 1980-81 Government obtained Rs. 2,03.36 crores as ways and
means advances on seventy-six occasions. An amount of Rs. 1,85.36 crores was
repaid during the year leaving a balance of Rs. 18 crores. Rupees 60.67 lakhs
were paid as interest on these advances.

No amount was outstanding as shortfalls/overdrafts at the end of the previous
year. During 1980-81 Government had shortfalls/availed overdrafts aggregating to
Rs. 2,04.05 crores on seventy-one occasions. An amount of Rs. 1,70.39 crores was
repaid during the year leaving a balance of Rs. 33.66 crores (Shortfall Rs. 0.60 crore
and overdraft Rs. 33.06 crores). Rupees 46.53 lakhs were paid as interest on these
shortfalls/overdrafst.

3. Loans from the Government of India—The loans from the Central Govern
ment as on 31st March 1981 constituted 61 per cent of the total public debt of
the State Government on that date.

Details of loans obtained for different purposes from the Government of
India arc given in statement no. 17.

Rupees 92.90* crores were received from the Government of India as loans
during the year. This indudes Rs. 15 crores as ways and means advances granted
by the Central Government to the State Government. Repayment of loans received
from the Government of India was made according to the terms and conditions
of the loans.

4. Loans for rehabiiitation and resettlement—In accordance with the terms
and conditions agreed to between the Government of India and the State Govern
ment, rehabilitation loans outstanding on 31st March 1956 were to be repaid to
the extent of amounts actually realised from the displaced persons. A package deal
for losses on loans advanced to the State for rehabilitation of displaced persons
was entered into between the State Government and the Government of India
according to which 35 per cent of the outstanding amount of loans on 1st Janu-
arv 1964 was to be paid by the State Government before 31st March 1965 and
the remaining 65 per cent was to be written off by the Government of India. The
outstanding amount of loans was tentatively reckoned at Rs. 1.67 crores on 1st
January 1964. Out of Rs. 58 lakhs payable by State Government as its share,
Rs 20 lakhs were paid in cash and the balance was set off against earlier overpay,
ment of loans. Of the remaining Rs. 1.09 crores, Rs. 77 lakhs and Rs. 0.74 lakh
were written off by the Government of India in [j1966-67 and 1980-81 respectively.
Decision about the remaining amount to be written off has not been taken so
far (October 1981).
