CERTIFICATE OF THE COMPTROLLER AND AUDITOR
GENERAL OF INDIA

This compilation containing the Finance Accounts of the Government of Punjab for the
year 1983-84 presents the accounts of the receipts and outgoings of the Government for the
year, together with the financial results disclosed by the revenve and capital accounts, the
accounts of the public debt and the liabilities and assets as worked out from the balances
recorded in the accounts. The Appropriation Accounts of the Government for the year for
Grantsand Charged Appropriations, presented separately, supplement this compilation.

These accounts have been prepared and examined under my direction in accordance with the
fequirements of Articles 149 and 151 of the Constitution of India and the Comptroller and
Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. Subject to the obser-
vations in this compilation and to those in my Report on the accounts of the Government of
Punjab for the year 1983-84, the accounts now presented are, according to my information,
correct statements of the recelpts and outgoings of the Government of Punjab for the year
1983-84,

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INTRODUCGTORY
The accounts of Government are kept in three parts ;:—

Part I—Consolidated Fund
Part II—Contingency Fund

Part TII—Public Account
In Part 1, there are two main 'divisions, viz 1 —

(I) Revenue—consisting of sections for ‘Receipt Heads (Revenue Account) and
‘Expenditure Heads (Revenue Account)’ ;

(2) Capital, Public Debt, Loans, etc., consisting of sections for ‘Receipt Heads (Capital
Account)’, *‘Expenditure Heafls (Capital Account)’ and ‘Public Debt, Loans and
Advances, ete.’

First Division—The first division deals with the proceeds of taxation and other receipts class-
ed as revenue and the expenditure met therefrom, the net result of which represents the revenue
surplus or deficit for the year, . .

Second Division—In this division, the section ‘Receipt Hoads (Capital Account) deals
with receipts of capital nature which cannot be applied as set-off to capital expaaditure,

The section “Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)’ deals with expenditure met usually
from borrowed funds with the object either of increasing concreté¢ assets of a material and
permanent character or of reducing recurring liabilities. [t also includes receipts of ‘capital
nature intended to be applied as set-off against expenditure. i

The section ‘Public Debt, Loans and Advances, etc.’ comprises loans raised and theid
repayments by Government such as ‘Internal Debt’ and ‘Loans and Advances’ made (and theit
recoveries) by Government. The section also includes certain special types of heads for transac.
tions relating to “Transfers from the Consolidated Fund to the Coatingency Find’ and ‘Inter-
State Scttiement’,

In Part II of the accounts are recorded the transactions connected With th Contingericy
Fund set up by Government under Articles 267(2) of the Constitution of India.

In Part TII of the accounts, the transactions relating to ‘Debt’ (other than those included’ id
Part 1), ‘Deposits’, ‘Advances’, ‘Remittances’ and ‘Suspense’ are recorded: The transactions
linder ‘Debt’, ‘Deposits’ and ‘Advances’ in this part are thuse in respect of which Government
fncurs a liability to repay the moneys received or has a claim to recovér ‘the anmounts paid tos
gether with the repayments of the farmer (‘Debt’ and ‘Deposits’) ard the recoveries of the latter
(‘Advances’).  The transaotions relating to ‘Remittances’ and ‘Suspense’ in this part embrace all
heads which are merely adjusting heads under which appearsuch transactions as’ romittinces of
cash between treasuries and currency chests, accounts between different accounting circles, etd,
The initial debits o credits to these heads will be cleared eventually by corresponding receipty
of pay ments either within the same circle of account or in auother account cirole,
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3. Sectors and Heads of Accounts—Within each of the sections in Part I medtioned abové
the transactions are grouped into sectors such as *Tax Revenue’, ‘Non-Tax Revé:hue', etc., for
the receipt heads (reveaue account), and ‘General Servicas', *Social and Commu'._iity' Services’,
*Beonomic Services’, etc., for éxpenditure heads. Specific functions or services (s'jmh as educa-
tion, medical, family welfare, housing, etc., in respect of Social and Communiti(; Servicas) are
" grouped in the sectors for expenditure heads. In Part III also the transactions lare grouped
into sectors,such as ‘Small Savings, Provident Funds etc.’ and ‘Reserve Fuads,’ etc. The sectors
are sub-divided into major heads of dccount, In some cases the sectors are, in addition, sub-
. divided into sub-sectors before their division into major heads of account. .

The major heads are divided into minor heads, each of which has a number df subordinate
heads, generally known as sub-heads. Thie sub-heads are further divided into *detailed heads.
“Under each of these heads, the expenditure is shown distributed between ch:i[rg:ed and voted.
_ Sometimes major heads are also divided into - sub-major heads before their fm‘!:her division
into minor heads. The sectors, major heads, minor heads, sub-heads and detzliiléd heads to-
gether constitute a five-tier arrangement of the classification structure of Governm:ent Accounts.
The major, minor and sub-heads prescribed for the classification of.expenditure in the general
- accounts are not necessarily identical with the Grants, sub-heads and other units i:]af allotments
which are adopted by the Finance Department for Demands for Grants ; but'in genecral a
certain degree of correlation is maintained between tho Démands for Grants and the Finance
Accounts, . : ;

The major heads of accounts, falling within the sectors for expenditure lxeaﬂs,"generally cor+

respond to functions of Government, while the minor heads, subordinate to them, identify the pro-

grammes undertaken to dchieve the objectives of function represented by the major heads. The

" schemes or activities included in the programme generally corréspond to sub-'}xeads below a
minor head representing a programme. Detailed heads give the object classification.

3. Codification—The sectors are distinguished by capital letters of the alphabet in separate
* series for (i) receipt major heads (revenue account), (i) expenditure major heads (revenue
! account) and (iii) capital section, public debt, loans and advances and public :aocbunt. The
sub-sectors are distinguished by small letters of the alphabet. '

Each major head is allotted a code number which consists of & three digit Arabic number

vode. ‘The first digit indicates whether a particular major head pertains to"the ‘Revenue
" Recoipt’ section/'Revenue Expenditure’ section/Capital Recuipt’ section/‘Capital Expenditurs’
section/*Public Debt and Loans and Advances, etc.,’ seation or to the ‘Public -Account’. The
next two digits indicate the major heads. The digits indicating the major heads remain the same

for the major heads denoting the same functions occurring in the several seotions included in the

' Consolidated Fund. . . o

Under this scheme of codification, the receipt major heads (revenue account) are assigned
a block of consecutive serial numbers from 020 to 199, expenditure major heads (reyenue account)
from 211 to 399, expenditure major heads (capital account) from 411 to 599, major heads
tnder ‘Public Debt' from 601 to 610 and those under ‘Loansand Advances’, ‘Inter-Staté
Settlement’ and ‘Transfer to Contingency Fund’:from 611 to 799. The code number 400
has been assigned for capital receipt major head. The only major head ‘Cont'ingency Fund’

in ‘Part II—Cont ingency Fund’ has been assignéd the code number 800. The major heads in the.

Public Account are assigned the code numbers from 801 to 899 ;

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4. The transactions included in these dccounts represent mainly the actual cash receipts
and disbursements during the financial year April to March as distinguished from amounts
due to or from Government during the same period. The cash basis system is, however, not
entirely suitable for recording the.transactions and presenting the true state of affairs of Go-
vernment commercial undertakings run on commercial principles. The detailed accounts of this
class of undertakings are, thereforc, mairtained outside the regular accounts in proper
commercial form and are subject to test check by the Indian Audit and Accounts Department.

5. Thefigures of actuals shown in theseaccounts are net after taking into account the
recoveries, although the Demands presented to the Legislature and the Appropriation Accounts

are for gross expenditure and exclude all credits and recoveries which are otherwise taken as
reduction of expendityrs.

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EXPLANATORY NOTES
1. 532. Capital Outlay on Multipurpose River Projects—

The progressive expenditure includes capitalised interest charges of Bhakra-Nangal Pro-
ject (Rs. 32,73 40 lakhs) and Beas Dam Project (Rs. 1-32 lakhs).

Interest charges on loans advanced by the Government of India for Bhakra-Nangal Pro-
ject were capitalised upto 1962-63. The total amount capitalised was Rs. 3697 crores. Conse-
quent on decision of the Government of India not to advance loans to cover interest charges
on loans for Bhakra-Nangal Project, the State Government .decided not to capitalise the
interést charges from 1963-64 but to meet them from State revenues,

According to the orders of the Government, write-back of the capitalised interest charges
is to be the first charge on the net receipts of the project., Between 1959-60°and 1962-63, Rs, 4-24
crores were written back to revenue. Write-back of the remaining amount is under considera-
tion of the Government (Yanuary 1985).

Interest charges on the loans received from the Government of Indiz for the Beas Project
were capitalised in 1960-61. The Project is still under construction. According to the orders of
the Government, write-back of the capitaliscd interest charges will be the first charge on the net
receipts of the project when it starts yielding revenue.

2. 533, Capital Outlay on Irrigation, Navigation, Drainage and Flood Control Profects—

A. Irrigation Projects—Commercial—The progressive expenditure includes capitalised
interest charges (Rs. 2.36 crores) for Harike Project.

Intcrest charges on the Harike Project were capitalised upto 1960-61. There has been no
write-back of the capitalised interest charges so far and the matter had been taken up with the
Government (November 1970). Reply of the Government is awaited (January 1985).

Financial results of irrigation works for which capital and revenue acoouats are kept are
given in statement no. 3.

3. The details of investments in shares of statutory corporations, Government com-
panies, joint stock companies and co-operative banks and societies, etc. are given in statement

no. 14.

According to the information furnished by Government, the total investment of Govern-
ment in the share capital and debentures (share capital only in respect of 1982-83 and 1983-84) of
different concerns at the end of 1981-82, 1982-83 and 1983-84 were Rs. 1,86-24+ crores,
Rs. 1,91 -93 crores and Rs. 2,23 -20 crores respectively. The dividend/interest received there-
from was Rs. 2-33 crores (I per cent), Rs. 1 60 crores ¢l per cent)and Rs. 0:64 crore (029
per cent) respectively. Further details are given in Appendix IV.

At the end of the previous year, no amount was outstanding as shortfalls/ovérdrafts.

4, Loans for rehabilitation and resetflement—In accordance with the terms and
conditions agréed to between the Government of India and the State Govérnment, rehabili-
tation loans outstanding on 31st March 1956 were to be repaid to the extent of amounts
actually realised from the displaced persons. A package deal for losses on loans advanced
to the State for rehabilitation of displaced persons was entered into between the State
Government and the Government of India according to which 35 per cent of the outstanding
amount of loans on Ist January 1964 was to be paid by the State Government before 31st
March 1965 and the remaining 65 per cent was to be written off by the Government of
India. The outstanding amount of loans was tentatively reckoned at Rs. 1.67 crores on st
January 1964. Out of Rs. 58 lakhs payable by State Government as its share, Rs. 20 lakhs
were paid in cash and the balance was set off against earlier overpayment of loans. Of the
remaining Rs. 1.09 crores, Rs. 77 lakhs and Rs. 0.74 lakh were written off by the
Government of India in 1966-67 and 1980-81 respectively. Decision about the remaining amount
to be written off has not been taken so far (December 1984), :

' maximum of Rs. 12 crores upto 19th June 1983, Rs. 11.80 crores from 20th June 1983 to 26th
October 1983, Rs. 11.81 crores from 27th October 1983 to 8th November 1983, Rs. 11.82 crores
from 9th November 1983 to 1st January 1984 and Rs. 11.85 crores thereafter. If, even after the
maximum advance is given, there is a shortfall in the minimum cash balance, the shortfall is
Ieft uncovered.
