Subject to the
observations in this compilation and to those in my Report on the accounts of the Government
of Punjab for the year 1985-86, the accounts now presented are, according to my information,

correct statements of the receipts and outgoings of the Govoramoot of Punjab for the year
1985-86.

INTRODUCTORY

The accounts of Ooverninenl are kept in three parts:—

Part I—Consolidated Fund

Part n—Contingency Fund

Part m—Public Account

In Part I, there are two main divisions, viz

(1) Revenue—consisting of sections for 'Receipt Heads (Revenue Account)* and 'Expenditure
Heads (Revenue Account)* ;

(2) Capital, Public Debt, Loans, etc., consisting of sections for 'Receipt Heads (Capital
Account)*, 'Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)* and 'Public Debt, Loans and Ad
vances, etc.*

FlrstDivision—The first division deals with the proceeds of taxation and other receipts classed
as revenue and the expenditure met therefrom, the net result of which represents the revenue surplus
or deficit for the year.

Second Division—In this division, the section 'Receipt Heads (Capital Account)' deals with
receipts of capital nature which cannot be applied as set-off to capital expenditure.

The section 'Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)>deals with expenditure met usually from
borrowed funds with the object either of increasing concrete assets of a material and permanent charac
ter or of reducing recurring liabilities. It also includes receipts of capital nature intended to be
applied as set-off against expenditure.

The section'Public Debt, Loans and Advances, etc.* comprises loans raised and their repay
ments by Government such as'Internal Debt'and'Loans and Advances' made (and their recoveries)
by Government. The section also includes certain special types of heads for transactions relating to
Transfers from the Consolidated Fund to the Contingency Fund* and 'Inter-State Settlement*.

In Part II of the accounts are recorded the transactions connected with the Contingency Fund
set up by Government under Article 267(2) of the Constitution of India,

In Part IH of the accounts, the transactions relating to 'Debt* (other than those included in
Part I),'Deposits',.'Advances','Remittances'and 'Suspense* are recorded. The transactions under
'Debt*,'Deposits* and 'Advances* in this part are those in respect of which Government incurs a lia-
biUty to repay the moneys received or has a claim to recover the amounts paid together with the re
payments of the former ('Debt* and 'Deposits*) and the recoveries of the latter ('Advances'). The
transactions relating to 'Remittances' and 'Suspense* in this part embrace all heads which are
merely adjusting heads under which appear such transactions as remittances of cash between treasu
ries and currency chests, accounts between different accounting circles, etc. The initial debits or credits
to these heads will be cleared eventually by corresponding receipts or payments either within the same
cirde of account or in another account circle.

2  Sectors and Heads of Accounts—Within each of the sections in Part I mentioned above the
transactions are grouped into sectors such as 'Tax Revenue*, 'Non-Tax Revenue*, etc., for the receipt
heads (revenue account), and 'General Services*. 'Sodal and Community Services'.'Economic Ser-
vices* etc for expenditure heads. Specific functions or services (such as education,'mcdical, family
welfare, housing, etc., in respect of Social and Community Services) are grouped in the s^ors for
expenditure heads. In Part III also the transactions are grouped into sectors, such as Small Savings,

j^rovideixt etc,' and 'toerve Fiinds^ etc. The sectors are sut-divided into major heads of
account. In some cases the sectors are, in addition, sub-divided into sob-sectors before their division
into major heads of account.

The major heads are divided into minor heads, each of which has a number of subordiimie heads,
generally known as sub-heads. The sub-heads are further divided into detailed heads. Under each
of these heads, the expenditure is shown distributed between charged, and votjed. Spmet major '
heads are also divided into sub-major heads before their further division into minor heads. The
sectors, major heads, minor heads, sub-heads and detailed heads together constitute a five-tier airangp-
njepVof.theiClgssificatiou.structifle of ̂pYeriv?jKnt The .major, minpr .arid 5?ib-headS '
prescribed for the classification of expehditure in the general;gt^ppnts are no.t.neccssisrily identical with
the Grants, sub-he^s and other units of allotments which are adopted by the Finance Department
for Demands for Grants; but in general a certain degree of correlation is maintained between the demands
for-Grants and-the Finance Accounts. ' '

The major heads of accounts, falling within the sectors for expenditure heads, generally corrcs-
pond.to functions oEGovemniMit, while the minor, headsj subordinate to them, identify the programmes
undertaken'to.achieveuth&objectives ofifunction represented by the major^heads. The-schemes'or-
activities included in the programme generally correspond to sub-heads below a minor-head r^iesrat-
-ing a, prpj^nnune. Detailed hp^s ̂ve the.objept d^jncation.

3. Codificatiqur-The sectors are .distinguish^ by capital letters, of-the ̂ phabet
series for (i) receipt major heads (revenue account), (ii) expenditure major heads (revenue account)
and Oii) capital section, public debt, loans and advances and public account. The Sub-sectors are '
distinguished'by small letters ofthe alphabet .i

Each major head is allotted a code number which consists of a three digit Arabic number «).de.
The first digit indicates whether a particular migor head pertains to the'Revenue Receipt'section/ ^

4. The transactions included in these, accounts represent mainly the aGtual'cash.rcceipts.and
disbursements during the financial^ April to March.as distijaguished fromiamounts due to.or from. .
Government during the same period. The cash basis system, is, however, not entirely suitable for
recording the transactions and presepting the true state of affairs o£ Government commercial under
takings run on commercial principles. Thedetailed accounts of this.class.of undertaldngs.are-, thero-.
fore, maintained outside the regular accounts in proper commercial form and .are subject to test
check by .the Indian Audit and Accounts Departm^t.

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EXPLANATORY NOTES

L 532. Capital Outlay on Multipurpose Rii/er Projects^

The progressive e^diture includes capitalised interest charges of Bhakra-Nangal Project (Rs.
32,73.40 lakhs) and Beas Dam Project (Rs. 1,32 lakhs).

Interest charges on loans advanced by the Government of India for Bhakra-Nangal Project wore
^ capitalised upto 1962-63. The total amount capitalised was Rs. 36.97 crores. Consequent on decision of
^ the Government oflndia not to advance loans to cover interest charges on loans for Bhakra-Nangal Project,
the State Government decided not to capitalise the interest charges from 1963-64 but to meetthemfrom
State revenues.

According to the orders of the Government, write-back of the capitalised mterest charges is to be
the first diarge on the net receipts of the project. Between 1959^0 and 1962-63, Rsi 4.24 crores
were written back to revenue. Write-back of the remaining amount is under consideration of the
Government (October 1986).

Interest charges on foe loans received from the Government of India for the Beas Project were
capitalised in 1960-61. Ihe project is still under construction. According to the orders of foe Govern
ment, write-back of the capitalised interest charges will be foe first charge on the net receipts of the project
when it starts yielding revenue.

2. 533. Capital Outlay on Irrigation, Navigation, Drainage and Flood Control Projectsi—

A. Irrigation Projects-Commercial^ViG progressive expenditure inculdes capitalised interest
charges (Rs. 2.36 crores) for Harike Project.

Interest charges on the Harike Project were capitalised upto 1960-61. There has been no write-back
of the capitalised interest diarges so far and the matter had been taken up with the Government
(November 1970). Reply of the Government is awaited (September 198Q.

Financial results of irrigatioD works for which capital and revenue accounts are kept are given in
statement no. 3.

3. The details of investments in shares of stafotory corporations, Government companies, joint
stock companies and co-operative banks and societies, etc. are given in statementno. 14.

According to the information furnished by Governmeot, foe total investment of Government in
foe share capital of diiferent concerns at foe end of 1983-84,1984-85 and 1985-86 were Rs, 2,23.20 crores,
Rs. 2,49.87 crores and 2,77.08 crores respectively. The dividend/interest received therefirom was Rs.
0.^ cron (0.29 per cent), Rs. 0.14 crore (0.06 per cant) and Rs. 0.78 crore (0.28 per cent) respectively.

EXPLANATORY NOTES

Under an agreement with the Reserve Bank oflndia, the State Government has to maintain with
the Bank, a minimum balance of Rs, 60 lakhs on all days. If the balance falls below the agreed minimum,
the Government can take ordinary ways and means advances upto a maximum, of Rs. 24 crores. In addition,
the Government could take special ways and means advances upto a maximum of Rs. 8.00 crores upto
21st May 1985, Rs. 7.58 crores from 22nd May 1985 to 13th June 1985, Rs. 7.59 crores from 14th June
1985 to 22nd July 1985, Rs. 7.60 crores from 23rd July 1985 to 24th October 1985, Rs. 7.65 crores from 25th
October 1985.to 23rd December 1985, Rs. 7.68 crores from 24th'December 1985 to 17th February 1986,
Rs. 7.69 crores from 18th February 1986 to 24th March 1986 and Rs. 7.71 crores thereafter. If. even after
the maximum advance is given, there is a shortfall in the minimum cash balance, the shortfall is left un
covered. Overdrafts are given by the Bank if the State has minus balance after availing of the maximum
advance.

The advances carry interest at one per cent below the Bank rate for the first 90 days, one per cent
above the Bank rate beyond 90 days and upto 180 days and two per cent above the Bank rate beyond
180 days. The Bank charges interest on the shortfall from the minimum balance at one per cent below the
Bank rate and on overdrafts at the Bank rate upto and including the seventh day and at three per cent
above the Bank rate thereafter.
