The aceounts of Government are kept in three parts :—
- Part I—Consolidated Fund e . .l - X
. "Part IIContingeficj Fund
Part IM—Public Account -
In Part I, there are two main divisions, viz. :—

(1) Revenue—consisting of sections for ‘Receipt Heads (Revenue
Account)’ and ‘Expenditure Heads (Revenue Account)’;

(2) Capital, Public Debt, Loans, ete.—consisting of sections for

ey - - ‘Becelpt Heads (Capital Account)’, ‘Expenditure Heads
T (Capital Account)" and ‘Public Debt, L.oans and Advances,
ete.’

First Division—The first division deals with the proceeds of
taxation and other receipts classed as revenue and the expenditure met
therefrom, the net result of which represents the revenue surplus or
deficit for the year. : '

Second Division—In this division, the section ‘Receipt Heads
(Capital Account)’ deals with receipts of capital nature which eannot be
applied as set-off to capital expenditure.

The section ‘Expenditure Heads (Capital Account)’ deals with
expenditure met usually from borrowed funds with the object either of
Increasing concrete assets of a material and permanent character or of
reducing recurring liabilities. It also includes receints of capital nature
intended to be applied s set-off against expenditure. '

The section ‘Public Debt, Loans and Advances, ete’ comprises
loans raised and their repayments by Government such .as ‘Internal
Debt’ and ‘Loans and Advances’ made (and their recoveries) by Govern-
ment. The section also includes certain special types. of heads for tran-
sactions relating to ‘Transfers from the Consolidated Fund to the Con-

tingency Fund’ and ‘Inter-State Settlement’, )

In Part II of the 'aiceoﬁpts are recorded the transactions connected

with the Contingency Fund set up by Government under Article 267(2)
of the Constitution of India.

In Part II of the accounts, the transactions relating to ‘Debt”
(other than those included in Part I), ‘Deposits’, ‘Advances’, ‘Remittances”
and ‘Suspense’ are recorded: 'The transactions under ‘Debt’, ‘Deposits’
and ‘Advances’ in this part are those in respect of which Government
incurs a liability to repay the moneys received or has a claim to recover
the amounts paid together with the repayments of the former (‘Debt”
and ‘Deposits’) and the recoveries of the latter- (‘Advances’). The tran-
sactions relating fo ‘Remittances’ and ‘Suspense’ in this part embrace all
heads which are merely adjusting heads under which- appear such
transactions as remittances of cash between treastries and currency

2. Sectors and Heads of Accounts—Within each of the sections
in Part I mentioned above the transactions are grouped into sectors such
as ‘Tax Revenue’, ‘Non-Tax Revenue', été, for * the recéipt heads
(revenue account), and ‘General Services’, ‘Sdcial arid Colnmunity Ser-
vices’, ‘Economic Services’, ete, for expenditure heads.. §p$ciﬁc fune-
tions or services (such as education, medicl, family " ‘welfafe, housing,
ete, in respect of Social and Community Services) are grouped in the
sectors for expenditure heads. ,In Part III also the: -transactions are
grouped into sectors, such as ‘Small Savings, Provident Fun‘ds ete.’ and
‘Reserve Funds’, etc. The gectors are siib-divided ifité méajor heads of
account. In some:cases the settors are, in addition, sib-divided into sub-
sectors before their division into'major hedds of acéount,

The major heads are divided into minor heads. each of which has
a number of subordinate héads, generally known as :silbeheads. The
sub-heads are further divided intv detailéd heéads: Unde¥ esch of these
heads, the expenditure is shown distributed betweer cliatgéd and voted.
Sometimes major heads are also divided into sub-major: heads before
their further division into minor heads. The sectors, major heads, minor
heads, sub-heads and detailed heads tojethér constitute a five-tier
arrangement of the classificationistructure of Governmient Accounts,
The major, minor and sub-heads:prescritiéd for the elassifiéation of ex-
penditure in the general accounts are not necessarily identical with the
Grants, sub-heads and other units of allotments which ard adopted by
the Finance Department for Demands for Grifits; but in géneral a cer-
tain degree of correlation is maintained between thé Demmarids for Grants
and the Finance Accounts. ! T "-‘ '

The major heads of accounts, falling within the sectors for expen-
diture heads, generally correspond to functions of ‘Govérnrhent, while
the minor heads, subordinate to them, identify the programmes under-
taken to achieve the objectives, of function représented by:the major

heads. The schemes or activities included in the programme: generally-

¢orrespond fo sub-heads below a minor head representing a programme.
Detailed heads give the object classification. P

3. Codification—The sectors are distinguished by capital letters
of the alphabet in separate serfes for (i) receipt major heads (revenue
account), (ii) expenditute major'heads (revénue account) and (ifi) capital
section, public debt, loans and advances and Public account, The sub-
sectors are distinguished by small letters of the alphabet,

Each major head is allotted a code number which -consists of a
three digit Arabic number code. The first digit indicates, whether a
particular major head_ pertains to the ‘Revénue Receipt’ séction/'Reve-
nue Expenditure’ section/‘Capital Receipt’ section/‘Capital Expenditure’
secfion/Public Debt and Loans and Advances, etc.,’ section or to the
‘Public Account’. The next two digits indicate the major heads. The

digits indicating the major hesds remain the same for the major heads

denoting the same functions otcurring in the several sections included
in the Consolidated Fund. ’ )

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Under this scheme of codification, the receipt major heads
(revenue account) are assigned a block of comsecutive serial numbers
from 020 to 199, expenditure major heads (revenue account) from 211
to 399, expenditure major heads (capital account) from 411 to 599,
major heads under ‘Public Debt’ from 601 to 610 and those under ‘T.oans and
Advances’, ‘Inter-State Settlement’ gnd ‘Transfer to Contingency Fund’
from 611 to 799. The code number 400 has been assigned for capital
receipt major head, The only major head ‘Contingency Fund’ in ‘Part
II-Contingency Fund’ has been assigned the code number 800, The
major heads in the Public Account are assigned the code numbers from
801 to 899.

4. The transactions included in these accounts represent mainly the
actual cash receipts and disbursements during the financial year April
1o March as distinguished from amounts due to or from Government
during the same period. The cash basis systemn is, however, not
entirely suitable for recording the transactions and presenting the
true state of affairs of Government commercial undertakings run on
commercial principles, The detailed accounts of this class of under-
takings are, therefore, maintained outside the regular accounts in
proper commereial form and are subject to test check by the Indian
Audif and Accounis Department.

5. The figures of actuals shown in these accounts are net after
taking into account the recoveries, although the Demands presented
to the Legislature and the Appropriation Accounts are for gross expen-
diture and exclude all credits and recoveries which are otherwise taken
s reduction of expenditure,

EXPLANATORY NOTES

1. Public Debt—The-total Public Debt of-the State: Government: increased. by Rs. 2,81.56 crores
during the year 1986-87 and stood at Rs. 25,24:44- crores on 31st Marchi-1987. ;

2. Internal Debt—This represents borrowings of the:State. Government. from sources other than
loans from the Central Government. This includes,(i) loans raised from open market; (i) loans from autono-
mous bodies like the Life Insurance Corporation of India, the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development, National Co-operative Development. Corporations-(iif) Ioans from-the State:Bank of India
and other Banks and-(i¥): Ways and Means Advances-from the. Reserve Bank-of India.
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() Market Loans—These are long term loans raised in the open market having a currency of more

than twelve months. During the year a loan (11 per cent Punjab Loan 2001) of Rs. 22.00 crores was raised
on 1st September 1986 at par. This is redeemable at par on 1st Septebmer 2001.

During the year 6 per cent Punjab Loan 1986 (Rs. 5.28 crores) was notified for discharge. In accor-
dance with Section 54(I) of the Punjab Re-organisation Act, 1966, the public debt of the Composite
State of Pujnab attributable to loans raised by the issue of Government securities (i.e. market loans) and out-
standing with the public on 31st October 1966 has been treated as the debt of the State of Punjab and the
other successor States shall be liable to pay to the State of Punjab their shares of the sum due from time to
time for servicing and repayicent of the debt. Pending determination of final amount of loan liabilily of
successor States, the recovery from them has been made provisionally,

Full particulares of outstanding loans under this head are given in Annexure to statement
no. 17,

Arrangements for amortisation—Government has constituted a sinking fund for loans raised by it

in the open market. This fund consists of two components ie. Sinking Fund (Depreciation) and Sinking
Fund (Amortisation), '

- {a) Sinking Fund (Depreciah‘on)——A sum not exceeding 1} per cent of the total amount of loans
could if necessary be set apart from the revenues each year to a depreciation fund for purchasing securities
of the loans for cancellation, During the year 1986-87, no contribution was made.

(b) Sinking Fund (Amortisation)—In addition to the annual contribution to the respective depreciation
fund, annual contributions are made to sinking funds from revenues for amortisation of loans at such rateS
as Government may decide from time to time. No contribution was, however, made during 1986-87.

There were no balances in the two funds at the commencement and at the end of 1986-87.

(i) Loans from autonomous bodies—Besides Rs. 54.01 crores outstanding from the previous year
{oans to the extent of Rs. 6.73 crores were taken from different autonomous bodies during the year. Of
Ehese, Rs. 4.97 crores were paid in repayment of the outstanding loans during the year, leaving a balance

of Rs. 55.77 crores. Complete particulars of the outstanding loans are given in statement.no. 17. Rupees
4,93.80 lnkhs were paid as interest on these loans.

(iif) Loans from the State Bank of India—Besides Rs, 3,00.00 crores outstanding from the previous
year, loans of Rs. 50.00 crores were taken from the State Bank of India, Chandigarh, as short term loans for
purchase of foodgrains for the provincial Reserve of the State by hypothecating the stock of foodgrains,

Of these, Rs. 2,30.00 crores were repaid during the year leaving a balance of Rs. 1,20.00 crores. Govern-
ment paid Rs. 31.57 crores as interest on these loans (at the rate of 14 per cent).

(v) Ways and Means Advances from the Reserve Bank of India—Under an agreement with the Reserve
Bank of India, the State Government has to maintain with the Bank a minimum balance of Rs. 60 lakhs on
all days. Ifthis balancefalls below the agreed minimum on any day, the deficiency is made good by taking
ways and means advancesfoverdraft from the Reserve Bank.

At the end of the previous year, no balance was outstanding as ways and means advances. During
1986-87 Government did not avail any ways and means advances.

Ha
At the end of th-previous year, no balance was outstanding as shortfalls/overdrafts. During 1986-87
Government did not avail any overdraft as there was no shortfall.

3. Loansfrom the Government of Indig—The loans from the Central Government as on 31st March
1987 constituted 86.31 per cent of the total public debt of the State Government on that date.
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Details of loans obtained for different purposes from the Gavernment of India are givenin statemeht
no. 17. y

Rupees 5,73.00 crores were received from the Government of India as loans during the year. No
ways and means advances were granted by the Central Government to the State Government. Repayment
of loans received from the Government of India was made according 1o the terms and conditions of the
loans.

4. Loans for rehabilitation and resettlement—In accordance with the terms and conditions agreed
to between the Government of India and the State Government, rehabilitation Joans cutstanding on 31st
March 1956 were to be repaid to the cxtent of amounts actually realised from the displaced persons.

A package deal for losses on loans advanced to the State for rehabilitation of displaced persons was
entered into between the State Government and the Government of India according to which 35 per cent
of the outstanding amount of loans on 1st January 1964 was to be paid by the State Government: before
3lst March 1965 anid the remaining 65 per cent was to be written off by the Government of India. The -
outstanding amonnt of loans was tentatively reckoned at Rs. 1.67 crores on 1st January 1964. Out of Rs.
58 lakhs payable by the State Government as its share, Rs. 20 lakhs were paid in cash and the balance was
set ofl against earlier overpayment of loans. Of the remaining Rs. 1.09 crores, Rs. 77 lakhs,
Rs. 0.74 lakh and Rs. 22.35 lakhs were written off by the Government of India in 1966-67, 1980-81 and
1985.86 respectively. -

Under an agreement with the Reserve Bank of India, the State Government has to maintain with
the Bank, a minimum balance of Rs. 60 lakhs on all days. If the balance falls below the agreed minimum,
the Government can take ordinary ways and means advances. The limit for ways and means advances
upto 30th September 1986 was Rs. 24 crores and Rs. 28.80 crores thereafter. In addition, the Government
could take special ways and means advances upto a maximum of Rs. 7.71 crores upto 12th May 1986, Rs.
7.35 crores from 13th May 1986 to 14th July 1986, Rs. 7.38 crores from 15th July 1986 to 17th August 1986,
Rs. 7.40 crores from 18th August 1986 to 1st September 1986, Rs. 7.41 crores from 2nd September 1986 to
22nd September 1986, Rs. 7.11 crores from 23rd September 1986to 27th October 1986, Rs. 7.13 crores
from 28th October 1986 to 24th November 1986, Rs. 714 crores from 25th November 1986 to 6th January
1987, Rs. 7.16 crores from 7th January 1987 to 22nd January 1987, Rs, 7.17 crores from 23rd January
1987 to 9th February 1987, Rs. 7.18 crores from 10th February 1987 to 8th March 1987, Rs. 7:19 crores
from 9th March 1987 to 26th March 1987 and Rs. 7.20 crores thereafter. If, even after the maximum
advance is given, there is a shortfall in the minimum cash balance, the shortfallis left uncovered.

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EXPLANATORY NOTES _
1. The significance of the head “G.overnment Account” is. explained below :—

Under the system of book-keeping followed in Government Accounts, the amounts booked under
revenue, capital and other transactions of Government, the balances of which are not carried forward from
year to year, are closed to a single head called “Government Account”. The balance under this head
represents the cumulative result of all such transactions so that after adding thereto the balances under
Public Debt, Loans and Advances, Small Savings, Provident Funds, etc., Reserve Funds, Deposits and
Adbvances, Suspense and Miscellaneous (other than Miscellaneous Government Account), Remittances and
Contingency Fund, the closing cash balance at the end of the year may be worked out and proved. Govern-

2. The other headings in this summary take into account the balances under all account heads in
Government for which Government has a liability to repay the moneys received or has a claim to recover
th e amounts paid and also heads of account opened in the books for adjustment of remittance transactions.
It must be understood that these balances cannot be regarded as a complete record of the financial position
of the Government as these do not take into account all the physical assets of the State, such as lands, bnil-
dings, communications, etc., not any accrued dues or outstanding liabilities which are not brought to

account under the cash basis of accounting followed by Government.

3. A summary of receipts, disbursements and balances under heads of account relating to Debt,
Contingency Fund and Public Account is given in statement no. 16.

To a number of cases (marked with *mark in statement "no. 16) there are unreconciled differences in
the closing balances as reported in that statement and those shown in the separate registers or other records
maintained in the Accounts Office/Departmental Offices for the purpose. Steps are being taken to settle
the discrepancies as soon as possible. In many cases, full details and documents required for the purpose
are awaited from the Departmental/Treasury Officers as detailed in Appendix I.

The balances are commaunicated to the appropriate officers every year for acceptance. In a large
numbsr of cases such acesptances have not bza received. Illustrative cases where verification and accep

tance of balances of large amounts have been delayed are detailed in Appendix II.
