or credits to these heads wll be cleared eventually by corresponding receipts or payments eith^
within the same circle of account or in another account circle.

2. Sectors and Heads of Accounts

Within each of the sections in Part I mentioned above, the transactions are grouped
mto Sectors such as 'Tax Revenue', 'Non-Tax Revenue', and 'Grants-in-aid and Contributions' for the
receipt heads (Revenue Account) and 'General Services', 'Social Services'^ 'Economic Services' and
'Grants-in-aid and Contributions' for expenditure heads. Specific functions or services (such as
Education, Sports, Art and ̂ Iture, Health and Family Welfare, Water Supply, Sanitation, Housing
and Urban Development, etc. in respect of Social Services) are grouped in Sectors for expenditure
heads. In Part III (Public Recount) also, the transactions are grouped into sectors, such-as 'Small
Savings', "Provident Funds', I'Reserve Funds', etc. The Sectors are sub-divided into major heads of

account. In some cases, the Sectors are, in addition, sub-divided into sub-sectors before ftieir
division into major heads of account.

The major heads are divided into sub-major heads in some cases and minor heads,
with a number of subordinate heads, generally known as sub-heads. The sub-heads are filler
divided into detailed heads. Under each of these heads, the expen(hture is shown distributed betwem
charged and voted. Some times major heads are also divided into sub-major heads before their
further division into minor heads. Apart fiom the^ectoral and sub-sectoral classification, the Major
Heads, Sub-Major Heads, Minor Heads, Sub-Heads, Detailed Heads and Object-Heads tog^her
constitute a six-tier arrangement of the classification structure of the Government Accounts. The
major, minor and sub-heads prescribed for the classification of expenditure in the general accounts
are not necessarily identical with the Grants, sub-heads and other units of allotments which are
adopted by the Governments for Demands for Grants presented to the Parliament or Legislatures but
in general a certain degree of correlation is maintained between the Demands for Grants and the
Finance Accounts.

The major heads of accounts, falling within the sectors for expenditure heads,
generally correspond to flmctibns of Government, while the minor heads, subordinate to them,
identify the programmes undertaken to achieve the objectives of the function represented by the
major head. The sub-head represents the scheme, the detailed head the sub-scheme and object head
the object level of classification.

I

3. Coding Pattern
Major Heads

From 1st April 1987 a four digit Code has been allotted to the major heads, thelfirst
digit indicating whether ±e major head is a Receipt head or Revenue Expenditure head or Capital
Expenditure or a Loan head.

The Erst digit of code for Revenue Receipt head is either '0' or T'. Adding 2 to the
first digit code of the Revenue Receipt head will give the number allotted to corresponding Revraue
Expenditure head; ̂ ding another 2, the Capital Expenditure head; and another 2, the Loan head of
Account. For example, for Crop Husbandry code 0401 represents the Receipt head, 2401, the
revenue expenditure head, 4401, Capital Outlay head and 6401, Loan head.

Such a pattern is, however, not relevant for those departments which are not operating
Capital/Loan heads of accounts e.g. Department of Supply. In a few cases, where receipt and
expenditure are not heavy, certain functions have been combined under a single major head, the
functions themselves forming sub-major heads under that major head.

Sub Major Head

. A two digit code has been allotted, the code starting from 01 under each Major Head.
Where no sub-major h^ exists it is allotted a Code '00'. The nomenclature 'General' has been
allotted Code '80' so that even after further sub-major heads are introduced the Code for 'Geiieral'
will conitinue to remain the last one.'

Minor Heads

These have been allotted a three digit code, the codes starting from '001' under Lach
sub-major/major head (where there is no sub-major head). Codes from '001' to '100' and few codes
'750' to '900' have been reserved for certain standard minor heads. The coding pattern for minor
heads has been designed in such a way that in respect of certain minor heads having a conunon
nomenclature under many major/sub-major heads, &e same three digit code is adopted as far as
possible.

According to the orders of tlie
Government, write-back, of the capitalised mtcrest. charges will be the first charge on the net receipts
of the Project when it starts yielding revenue.

115 Bhakra Dam Administration—

The progressive expenditure includes capitalised interest charges of Bhakra Nangal Project
( Rs. 32,73.40 lakhs ). Interest charges on loans advanced by the Government of India for Bhakra
Nangal Project were capitalised upto 1962-63. The total amount capitalised was
Rs. 36.97 crores. Consequent on decision of the Government of India not to advance loans to cover
interest charges on loans for Bhakra Nangal Project, the State Government decided not to capitalise
the interest charges from 1963-64 but to meet tliem from State revenue.

According to the orders ofthe Government, write-back of the capitalised interest charges is to
be first charge on the net receipts of the Project. Between 1959-60 and .1962-63, Rs. 4.24 crores
were written back to revenue. Write back Of the rerhaining amount is under consideration of the
Government (August 1999).

Financial results of irrigation works for which capital and reveriue accbimts are kept given in
statement no.3.

The details of investments in shares of statutory corporations. Government companies, joint
stock companies and co-operative banks and societies, etc.-are given in statement no.l4.

According to the information furnished by the concerned authorities the total investments.of
Government in the share of different concerns at the end of 1996-97, 1997-98 and 1998-99 were
Rs.2283.31 crores, Rs.2312.89 crores and Rs. 2341.53 crores respectively. The dividend received
therefrom was Rs.0.83 crore (0.04 per cent), Rs.2.17 'crora (0.09 per cent) and Rs. 1.18 crores
(0.05 per cent) respectively. Further details are given m Appendix IV. . .

No law has been passed by the State Legislature under Article 293 of the Constitution laying down the limit
within which Government may.borrow on the security of.the Consolidated Fund of the State:

Consequent on the rc-organlsation of the State, public debt balances have been allocated provisionally between
the successor States under instructions from the Government of-lndia. Hie .correct liability of Punjab will be known
when the ratio of capital expenditure is determined under section 54 of Punjab Re«organlsation Act, 1966.
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EXPLANATORY NOTES

1. Public Debt—The total Public Debt of the State Government increased by Rs. 2836.37 crores
during the year 1998-99 and stood at Rs.17207.29 crores on 31st March 1999.

2. Internal Debt—This represents borrowings of the State Government from sources other than
loans from the Central Government. This includes loans raised from open market, loans from State Bank of
India and other Banks, Ways and Means Advances from Reserve Bank of India and loans from autonomous
bodies like the Life Insurance Corporation of India, the National Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development, National Co-operative Development Corporation.

(1) Market Loans—These are long term loans raised in the open market having a currency of more
than twelve months. During the year three loans (12.15 percent Punjab Loan 2008, 12.50 percent Punjab
Loan 2008 and 12.47 percent Punjab Government Stock L^ 2009) of Rs. 200.00 crores, Rs. 113.33 crores
and Rs. 60.00 crores were raised on 20th April 1998,12th October 1998 and 14th January 1999 at par. These
are redeemable at par on 20th April 2008,12th October 2008 and 14th January 2009. ,

During the year 9.75 percent Punjab Loan 1998 of Rs. 28.33 crores was notified for discharge. In
accordance with section 54(1) of the Punjab Re-organisation Act, 1966, the public debt of the Composite
State of Punjab attributable to loans raised by the issue of Govemment securities (i.e. market loans) and
outstanding with the public on 31st October 1966 has been treated as the debt of the State of Punjab and the
other successor States shall be liable to pay to the State of Punjab their shares of the sum due from time to
time for servicing and repayment of the debt. Pending determination of final amount of loan liability of
successor States, the recovery from them has been made provisionally.

Full particulars of outstanding loans under this head are given in Annexure to statement no.l7.

Arrangements for amortisation—Govemment has constituted a Sinking Fund for loans raised by it
in the open market. This fund consists of two components i.e. Sinking Fund (Depreciation) and Sinking Fund
(Amortisation).

■  (a) Sinking Fund Pepreciation)—A sum not exceeding 1.5 per cent of the total amount of.loans
could, if necessary', be set apart from the revenue each year to a depreciation fund for purchasing securities of
the loans for cancellation. During the year 1998-99, no contribution was made.

(b) Sinking Fund ( Amortisation)—^In addition to tlw annual contribution to the respective
depreciation fund, annual contributions are made to sinking-funds ifrom revenues for amortisation of loans at
such rates as Govemment may decide from time to time. No contribution was, however, made during
1998-99.

There were no balances in the two funds at the commencement and at the end of 1998-99.

(ii) Loans from autonomous bodies—Besides Rs.171.31 crores outstanding'from the previous year,
loans to the extent of Rs.106.06 crores were taken from different autonomous bodies during the year. Of
Aese, Rs. 10.13 crores were paid in repayment of the outstanding loans during the year, leaving a balance of
Rs.267.24 crores. Complete particulars of the outstanding loans are given in statement no. 17. Rupees
2068.11 lakhs were paid as interest on these loans.

(lii) Loans from the State Bank of India—Besides Rs.759.00 crores outstanding from the previous
year, loans to the extent of Rs. 788.00 crores were taken from the State Bank of India, Chandigarh as short
term lows for purchwe of foodgrains for the provincial reserve of the State by hypothecating the stock, of
loodgrams. Of these Rs. 375.35 crores were repaid during the year leaving a balance of Rs. 1171.65 crores

o?£ ^ per annum upto 14th April1998,13.97% per annum from 15th April 1998 to 31st May 1998 and 13.21% per annum thereafter)
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(iv) Ways and Means Advances from the Reserve Bank of India—Under an agreemmt with the
Reserve Bank of India, the State Government has to maintain with the Bank a minimum balance of Rs.60
lakhs on all days. If this balance falls below the agreed minimum on any day,-the deficiency is made good by
taking ways and means advances/overdraft from the Reserve Bank.

At the end of the previous year, Rs. 101.06 crores were outstanding as ways and means advances.
During 1998-99 Government obtained Rs. 1279.58 crores as ways and means advances on sixty two
occasions. An amount of Rs. 1201.24 crores was repaid during the year leaving a balance of Rs 179.40
crores. Rs. 794.3 Ilakhs were paid as interest on these advances. .

At the end of the previous year, no amount was outstanding as shortfall/overdraft. During 1998-99
Government had shortfalls/availed overalls aggregating Rs.3 840.23 crores on one hundred fifty nine
occasions. An amount of Rs.3013.72 crores was repaid during the year leaving a balance of Rs. 826.51
crores. Rs. 610.54 lakhs were paid as interest on these shortfalls/overdrafts.

3. Loans from the Government ofjndia—^The loans from the Central Government as on 31st

March 1999 constituted 75.88 percent of the total public debt of the State Government on that date.
