be made in Hindi. This is closely monitored in the Headquarter inspections also.

Hence, all the sections are directed to write titles and names of all the files and

registers in Hindi also, utilizing the services of Hindi Cell. In addition to this, notings,

- forwarding letters and forms which are standard in nature, in respect of periodical retuns

due to HQ Office as well as other Central Govt. Offices should also be in bilingual. All the

sections are directed to forward the list of files and registers, periodical returns along with

its notes, standard formats and forwarding letters to Hindi Cell by 01.04.2022 for preparing
their bilingual standard version.
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
