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The Government of India’s Pension Fund Regulatory and Development Authority
(Operation of Unified Pension Scheme under the National 'Pension System)
Regulations, 2025 has decided to introduce the Unified Pension Scheme for central
government employees covered under the National Pension System (NPS) as an

option, which will be effective from 1st April 2025.

As per the Pension Fund Regulatory and Development Authority, Employees
who wants to avail the benefits of the Unified Pension Scheme, as published in the'
Gazette dated 24-01-2025 & 19-03-2025 by PFRDA Regulation, 2025 may go through
the said notification & Regulation, and must submit their option Form-A2 online or
physically to the PC section within three months from 1st April 2025 (i.e. upto 30th
June) .The option to receive benefits under the Integrated Pension Scheme will be final

and irrevocable.
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
