4. Pensioners, who have commuted a part of their pension, shall be
paid the dearness relief on their original pension (pension before
commutation).

5. Fraction of rupees of the amount to be paid as dearness relief shall
be rounded off to the next rupee.

6. All Treasury Officers/Sub Treasury Officers/Pension Disbursing
Officers are directed to make payment of the above sanctioned dearness
relief to State Government Pensioners early, keeping in view the
amended provisions of S.R.347 of the C.G.T.C. Volume-1, issued vide
