Preface:-
A freedom fighter pension of Rs. 10,000/- per month is currently admissible to 

freedom fighters/their spouses through the state government vide government 
decision dated September 3, 2014. Considering the demand from various freedom 
fighters organizations and people's representatives regarding the increase in the 
amount of freedom fighter pension, the proposal to increase the pension was 
submitted for the approval of Hon'ble Cabinet. The proposal was approved by the 
Hon.Cabinet in the meeting held on November 17, 2022. The matter of issuing a 
Government Resolution pursuant to approval was under the consideration of the 
Government.

Government Resolution:-
Freedom Fighters pension of Rs. 10,000/- per month which is currently being 

given to freedom fighters/their spouses by the State Government is increased by 
Rs. 10,000/- to Rs.20,000/- (Rupees twenty thousand only) per month. Payment of 
pension is approved by this government resolution. This increase will be effective 
from November 1, 2022.

Also, the judgment given by the Hon'ble High Court, Bombay Bench on 
14.06.2017 in the case of petitioner Ganapatrao Chhotuji Gabhane and 13 others vs 
Government of Maharashtra (Writ Petition No. 1 868/2005), the Government has 
issued government resolution dated 13.3.2019 under reference No.2. As per 
Government resolution central government freedom fighter pensioners are entitled to 
the State freedom fighters pension. Therefore, the central government freedom 
fighter pensioners in the state will receive increased pension as applicable to state 
government freedom fighters.
