Rendering Units to ensure compliance with the revised timelines of 5% of the following month (i.e.
5" June 2024 for May 2024) for submission of Accounts to my office so that the target of 10 June
2024 with 100 per cent inclusion in the Monthly Civil Accounts and their submission to the State
Government can be achieved within the prescribed timeframe and Jharkhand does not lag behind
the other States.
